Use the
BBC Bitesize website to complement your
revision.

M I N D  M A P S
Organise your topic notes into mind maps.
Use colour and little pictures to make the
information memorable.  Put them onto A3
and stick them on your fridge!

5
Y O U T U B E  C A T A L O G U E S
Watch videos using the YouTube catalogues
from your class teacher.  Revision doesn't
always have to be all about piles of books!

Revision is vital in GCSE Geography but is not always
straightforward.  There are different units, mixed styles of
questions and varying mark allocations.  If in doubt please
ask your teacher.
